SANDFORD FARM

Inspector Recommends Approval
Loddon Valley Action Group report as follows.
The Planning Inspector has recommended to the t8egci State that outline planning
permission be granted for the development of Saddfarm.
We now await the Secretary of State’s decision obefore 31 March 2010, pending
agreement of a Section 106 Condition between thelolger and Wokingham Borough
Council. However, as the Secretary of State isded to agree with the Inspector’, it
is almost inevitable that outline planning perngdasiwill be granted to excavate the
landfill site and build over 500 urban-style resides in this rural location.

Dangers in excavating toxic waste

The Loddon Valley Action Group are extremely disaipped that grave concerns regarding
the excavation of toxic waste and its processiygiiproven methods and so close to homes,
hardly merit a mention in the Inspector’s repoltVAG gave evidence that the amount of
waste infill to be excavated and ‘sorted’ on siehree times the quantity reported by the
developer and accepted by WBC. In other wordtherathan the proposed four-year
scheme, residents would have to endure the prdoessore than 12 years. The alternative
would be to ‘speed up’ the remediation, which wouhdpose greater environmental
health and safety risks. Clearly, the developdi bé motivated by cost savings and a
faster return on investment.

LVAG approached WBC to ask who would be liable doy shortcomings in the remediation
of the land (in particular the health and safetyhaf public during and after the remediation).
Their response was that it is the developer whoahdsty of care in the implementation of
the development. As the developer and currentlanér are both registered outside the legal
jurisdiction of the UK, it is amazing that WBC hawet insisted on a bond or insurance
scheme to cover the risks of environmental disastéhe site being left part-remediated.

What happens next?

LVAG have written to the Secretary of State reitiexg the public’s extreme concern that the
planning process has not been adequately addressed.

In anticipation of the Secretary of State allowithg Appeal and granting outline planning
consent, LVAG will continue to engage with localhmmunities and remain fully involved in
the planning process via contact with the EnvirominAgyency and WBC.

The HVS are actively liaising with LVAG and will otinue to support them in the campaign
against the development of Sandford Farm. It ipdrbant that we all continue to register
our concerns with WBC Councillors, Parish Coundil®s, and the Environment Agency.

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The future of Hurst
Wokingham is facing a major expansion as planfforextended communities are finalised.
Thousands of new homes will be built in four kegaliions: north of Wokingham (1,500),
south of Wokingham (2,500), Arborfield Garrisorb(R)) and south of the M4 (2,500).
In north Wokingham, the 1,500 dwellings will be Ibain a site opposite Cantley Park.
This development will have a huge impact on Hurst.
Outline planning has already been granted for tteete be developed. However,
formal consultation is taking place frorff ebruary to 28 March to decide how all
the sites will evolve. Once the consultation close 23 March, all comments received
will be carefully evaluated by council planners whidi then draw up the final plans for
consideration by the council’s decision-making exiae on 27 May.
What will this mean for Hurst?
The concern for us is how the volume of trafficlaffect Hurst. 1,500 properties in north
Wokingham will mean an increase in traffic of up4®00 extra vehicles on the roads
coming from the new development. Add this to theréased number of vehicles from
the Sandford Farm development of over 500 holaé&sleave you to imagine the picture.
The plans show a proposed relief road with a robodaon Forest Road and A321,
the Ashridge Interchange .
Broadly speaking, for vehicles going from Wokinghtowards Reading, at present it
is possible to take the A329 or to go through Harst Twyford via the A321 to the A4.
With the proposed roundabout on the Forest Roadk s no road west towards Reading.
Vehicles coming from the new development woulddaed with the prospect of turning east,
going all the way along to the Coppid Beech roulndétand then doubling back onto the
motorway. Is this likely to happen? For peopleking in Reading, the obvious choice
would be to go through Hurst and Twyford or the A32hurch Hill and Sandford Lane.
